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• 57,000 women are forcibly
sexually assaulted each month.

Today, as you are reading this,
approximately 837 women have
been forcibly sexually assaulted.

Statistics cannot convey the
impact sexual violence has on
victims and their families.
However, statistics provide a
glimpse at the numerous persons
victimized, who they are, and the

characteristics of the crime.
Females were far more

likely to be a victim of
sexual assaults and rape
by someone they know.
28% of rapes and sexual
assaults of females
involve a stranger acting
alone.  13% of adult
American women have
been victims of at least
one forcible rape in their
lifetime.  

The reality is one out
of every eight adult
women, or at least
12.1 MILLION
American women
are victims of
forcible sexual
assault.  18% of
women surveyed
had experienced a
completed or
attempted sexual
assault during their

lifetime.

• One in six boys are sexually
assaulted before the age of 16.

• Roughly one-third of all
sexual assaults takes place in
daylight, and close to over half
occurs at or near the victim’s
home.

• Female survivors of sexual
abuse were four times more
likely than non-survivors to have
worked as a prostitute; male
survivors were eight times as likely.
Survivors were 40% more likely to
have sex with someone they did not
know.

• Between 11% and 20% of
girls were pregnant as a result of
a sexual assault.  

• Estimates suggest males
account for 20% to 25% of child
sexual abuse victims.  

• The FBI estimates only 37%
of all sexual assaults are reported
to the police. Bureau of Justice
statistics are lower - only 30.7%
reported the crime.
