Sally says several businesses
around hers had been
burglarized the week preceding
Indian’s disappearance, then she
received a call from an employee
one morning saying her store
had been robbed. Several things
were stolen — some cash and
small items of merchandise —but
worse than all of that, Indian
was missing.

Bursting into tears, Sally
rushed to the store where she
saw several of Indian’s feathers
in the bottom of his cage and
later found more in a box near

the store. She believed the
robberies were drug-related
and that the crooks were still
in the area, so she set out
immediately to find her bird.

For six or seven hours she
and dozens of other volunteers
drove up and down the streets
in the vicinity of the Feed and
Seed store, stopping to talk to
everyone they encountered. “If
you see anyone who might
know where Indian is, please
let me know.”

One of those she spoke to
was a grandmother who lived
across the street, and within 10
or 15 minutes, the woman’s
grandson came to Sally and
said, “I know where your bird
is. The man says he traded
crack cocaine for him, but if

you'll pay him $40, he’ll let you
have the bird.” When Sally
questioned how he knew it
was her bird, the young drug
user responded, “because I
heard him talking. He said
‘Marietta Feed and Seed.””

His little
feet were tied up and he was
wrapped tightly in an old shirt,
one of his wings bent in an
awkward position. When he
was freed, he began trembling
and Sally fears the intelligent
bird will suffer an avian
version of post traumatic stress
syndrome.
