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Although there is no single
“batterer profile,” certain
characteristics consistently
differentiate batterers from
non-batterers.

The more common
characteristics include:

• Controlling behaviors 
• Minimizes or denies 

his violence

• Views conflicts in terms
of win-lose only;
lacks conflict
resolution skills

• Blames his partner
• Is overly dependent on

his partner
• Has low self-esteem
• Is generally unassertive

toward anyone else
• Lacks communication

skills

• Rigid sex roles
• “Playful” use of force in

sex
• Often seen by friends /

co-workers as not
battering type

• Abuses drugs or
alcohol; blames his
violence on them
