
May 11 will be a sad day for
me this year. For the first time in
my life, I will spend Mother’s
Day without my beloved
mother. Like so many of you, our
family will have an empty chair
at the table, and there will be
an even bigger empty place in
my heart. “Moner” (my special
name for her) died in March, and
I knew as I watched her casket
being lowered into its final
resting place that my life would
never be the same.

But even though I’ll miss
her loving presence in my life,
the legacy she left will forever
influence my actions and those
of my children and their
children. For Irma Lee Padgett
Knight lived her 75 years with
integrity and a love for God and
her family that will be
remembered and cherished long
after she is gone.

At age 16 she married her
childhood sweetheart and they
raised five hard-headed children
– two boys and three girls. I was
the oldest girl, the middle child,
and I didn’t know until I was
grown how poor we were or
how difficult my mother’s life
was. Because, despite working
hard all day in the field and
keeping her brood clean and fed,
she found humor in every
situation, and fun and laughter
were a way of life for us. 

We enjoyed simple pleasures
such as rocking and singing on
our front porch in the evening,
and catching fireflies. Moner was
always amused when we kids
would catch the “lightning
bugs” and smear them on each
others’ clothes so the
luminescence would help us find
each other in the dark as we
played hide and seek. 

When I was a toddler, Moner
would put me in a laundry
basket while she worked in the
field gathering collard greens to
sell. My brothers were supposed
to look after me and entertain me
while she worked. One day she
discovered my brother Oscar

had put a collard worm on my
arm and was saying, “See him
walking?” Before she could
reach me, he picked up the
worm and fed it to me!

When we got cuts, she would
get spider webs from beneath the
house to stop the bleeding, and
if we were stung by a bee or
wasp, she would get a chaw of
tobacco from my Daddy to stop
the stinging and swelling. If food
was short, she always found a
way to feed us when there
seemed to be no way. 

I recall our first vacation to the
mountains – Stone Mountain,
Red Top Mountain and the Great
Smokies - where we camped out
in tents by a creek. When the
truck broke down, there was
no way to buy groceries, but
Moner built a fire and cooked a
pot of beans, cornbread and fried
chicken for breakfast. I still
remember how delicious it
tasted.

Every week we went to
Sunday School and church, and
to prayer meeting on
Wednesday nights. We sang
“Jesus loves me, this I know, for
the Bible tells me so,” learned

stories from the Bible and
how to obey the Ten
Commandments. We were
taught to place our hands over
our hearts when we would
pledge allegiance to the flag
of our great country, and to
respect and revere all the brave
men and women who served in
the military and fought in wars
to keep our country free.

While I’m mourning the loss
of my mother who died of

natural causes, my heart
especially goes out to families
who grieve for mothers or
daughters who were taken from
them by violent crimes. Their
wonderful memories may be
overshadowed by the
senselessness and pain of their
deaths, but let’s choose – on this
special day – to cherish the joy
we shared with those loved ones
while they lived.
