Sheriff Rutherford tells the crowd how the Justice Coalition helps victims in
our community

Despite a weather forecast
for thunderstorms, bikers
convened at Evangel Temple
on the Westside to participate
in the third annual Ride for
Justice on April 5. Sheriff
Rutherford, some of his family
members, several JSO and
Clay County officers and
many other friends and
supporters of the Justice
Coalition enjoyed the 50-mile
police-escorted ride around
our city. 

The JSO Color Guard
presentation was inspirational,
as were the sheriff’s remarks
about the contribution our
small organization makes in
our community. Ann Dugger
introduced victims who also

expressed their appreciation
for help received. 

Cross Creek provided BBQ
pork sandwiches and baked
beans for the riders when they
returned, Shapell’s Roll-Off
Containers donated drinks,
and Blue Bell Ice Cream
contributed ice cream bars
for dessert. Proceeds from a
silent auction and registrations
grossed $4,000.

…to Bonnie Modling, a young
businesswoman who responded
quickly to help a woman in distress
and assist officers in apprehending
a criminal.

It  all  began on a Thursday
morning in April when the young
mother stopped by the new Wal-
Mart on Blanding Blvd. in south
Orange Park to purchase items for
her child’s upcoming track meet.
While loading packages into her car,
she heard a high-pitched sound,

then another, and realized someone was screaming for help. 
Although she couldn’t see what was happening, Bonnie took

off running toward the cries coming from two rows of parked
cars away. She arrived at the scene just in time to see a large
man throw a tiny elderly woman to the pavement, grab her keys
and jump into her SUV. Bonnie grabbed at the door handle,
surprising the attacker who suddenly realized he had met
resistance.

As he tried to get the key into the ignition, she pounded
on the window with her right fist while reaching for her cell
phone with her left hand. She wanted to delay him long enough
for 911 to respond, but just as the call connected, he drove away.
Bonnie watched to see which way he would turn on Blanding
and gave the dispatcher a description of the crook and the
carjacked vehicle.

Almost immediately Clay County Sheriff’s deputies spotted
the SUV in traffic and attempted to make a stop, but it would
not be so easy to apprehend Nicholas Anderson, a known
criminal from Jacksonville. He led them on a 40-mile chase at
speeds exceeding 100 mph, through Clay County, into Bradford
County, past four sets of stop sticks and finally to an area south
of Lawtey where a deputy shot out the tires with a shotgun, and
the suspect was arrested.

Meanwhile, until rescue units arrived, Bonnie helped 75-
year-old Thelma Zeil ,  whose shoulder was found to be
dislocated and even displaced. She then helped officers with
a description of the attacker, later identifying him in a lineup.
Still shaken after the incident, she learned the man was armed,
but Bonnie says she would do it all again. She was so infuriated
when she saw the attack she knew she would do whatever
necessary to help. 

Our hats are off to this courageous citizen who acted quickly,
efficiently and heroically to save an innocent victim from further
harm and to help capture her attacker.
